This email is to follow up on our site visit to the oceanfront on the east end of the island on May 29,
2014. | received a phone call from a concerned citizen regarding disturbance to the dune by Town staff
during daily trash pick-up. The citizen was concerned that the new dune growth and vegetation were
being disturbed by Town vehicles. Our site visit revealed that the path driven by Town vehicles was
within an area of developing dune and emerging vegetation. Based on our discussions, the concern of
the citizen and protection of the dune can be achieved by installing sand fence to prevent disturbance
by vehicles and to promote growth of this new dune.
